Because we realize each day in the life of your family is not the same, students are welcome to register
as a Regular Participant and attend anywhere from 1 to 5 days per week. Families who have children in
Kindergarten that are interested in the 5 days/week option may want to consider enrolling in our
Extended Kindergarten. We also offer an After School Enrichment Program for students in Grades 1-5.

Would you like to have the option of your student attending C1 once in a while rather than on a regular
basis? No problem! Just submit the annual registration fee with a registration form that indicates you are
registering your child as an Occasional Participant. Then, when you’d like your child to attend, call
Shannon in the Lower School Office with at least 1 day’s notice to find out if there is space and to reserve
a spot.

Admittance to C1 is based primarily on need. Class sizes are limited, so please indicate on your
registration form which days of the week your child will be in attendance.
